AKSE “Hendrik Hamel” Prize 

 

 

Winner of the Hendrik-Hamel-Prize for Korean Studies in Europe 2021 

This year’s Hendrik-Hamel-Prize for Korean Studies in Europe was designated for 

Korean Studies publications in European languages other than English. We congratulate 

Dr. Eunsil Yim (Université de Paris) for winning the prize.  

 

Eunsil Yim 

Être Coréens au Kazakhstan. Les entrepreneurs d’identité aux frontières du monde 

coréen. 

[Being Koreans in Kazakhstan. Identity Entrepreneurs at the Borders of the Korean 

World] 

Paris: Institut d’Études Coréennes, coll. Kalp’i, Collège de France, 2016 

In her meticulous study, Eunsil Yim details how the Korean minority in Kazakhstan had 

to reposition and reinvent itself in the political, economic, social and ethnic upheaval that 

followed in the wake of the protracted disintegration of the Soviet Union. The lucid 

manner in which she combines a diachronic approach with transversal glimpses of the 

changing social space within which various (social and institutional) agents position 

themselves is of a rare beauty. This is area studies at its best. Written from the periphery, 

this is empirically dense research; deeply rooted in the terrain, informed by local voices 

and perspectives, solidly grounded in theory and with sufficient critical distance to lift 

the anecdotal to a higher level of insight and relevance.

Guillaume Carré 

Avant la Tempête. La Corée et la Menace Japonaise, 1530-1590 

[Before the storm: Korea and the Japanese Threat, 1530-1590] 

Paris, Institut d’Études Coréennes, coll. Kalp’i, 2019 

Guillaume Carré’s book updates and expands in novel ways our knowledge of the critical 

period just before the Great East Asian War, particularly concerning the role of silver 

circulation and of military technology. Carré has given us an excellent study that helps 

round out with the Korean component a new, emerging view of East Asian relations in 

the sixteenth century as a time when the inter-connected early-modern world was 

forming. 
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Felix Siegmund 

Theorie und Praxis militärischen Wissens zwischen China und Korea im langen 17. Jh. 

[Theory and Practice of Military Knowledge between China and Korea during the long 

17th century] 

Wiesbaden: Harrassowitz, 2018 

Felix Siegmund’s book on military theory and practice in the Chinese-Korean border 

region during the 17th century concerns not only the circulation of explicit and implicit 

knowledge but affords glimpses into the local community of soldiers, bandits, hunters, 

vagrants, and fugitives. It received special praise for its source-rich treatment of an 

understudied topic and for its high level of methodological reflection.

General information 

The Prague Korean Studies, headed by Miriam LÖWENSTEINOVÁ, includes one full-

time assistant professor – Tomáš HORÁK, and two full-time junior assistant professors 

Vladislava MAZANÁ and Karolína ŠAMÁNKOVÁ (full-time since February 2022) and 

a full-time lecturer, JUNG Younwoo. Full-time assistant professor Marek Zemánek 

terminated his contract at the end of January 2022.  

Korean studies department was the recipient of the Academy of Korean Studies Core 

University Program for Korean Studies grant (CUPKS, 2011-2020), which has been 

finalized in the spring of 2021, and with it, many projects have been completed.  

In 2021 and 2022,  the department focused on expanding its lectures, Ph.D. student Matěj 

Valošek taught a new methodological course on Korean War in period texts, and in the 

spring of 2022, we hosted 5 guest lectures. Three lectures were supported by the EPEL 

program, one by CEEPUS, one came by individual agreement. As part of the program 

Support for Employment of Contract Faculty Member The Korea Foundation and The 

Embassy kindly support new language courses by lecturer Jolana Blažíčková.  

In 2021-2022, 7 students continued their doctoral studies.

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Scholars’ Reports 

Associate professor Miriam LÖWENSTEINOVÁ (PhDr., Ph.D.) has coordinated the 

Academy of Korean Studies (AKS) project (finalized in spring, 2021) and taught various 

new courses (Diaries, Letters, Primers; Interpretation of History - Modernization, 

Nationalism and Traditionalism, Canon and Narrator, Translation Seminar). She edited 

and co-authored a book (with Vladimir Glomb) The Lives and Legacy of Kim Sisŭp (1435–

1493): Dissent and Creativity in Chosŏn Korea (will be published by Brill in 2023). She 

organized Korean Literature Translation Workshop and as a result of it, Pak Mingyu 

anthology of short stories Castella was published in June 2021.  

Tomáš HORÁK (PhDr., Ph.D.) taught various new courses (Theoretical Korean 

Grammar I, II, Special Korean Terminology). In addition, he worked on the translation of 

more than 90 selected stories from Cheonggu yadam (Tales from the Green Hills). The 

book is prepared for printing. 

JUNG Younwoo (Mgr.) continued her linguistic teaching. She prepared (with Marek 

Zemánek) a textbook Chinese characters in Korean for Czech learners II (Čínské znaky pro 

koreanisty II). She taught several language courses. She is also responsible for organizing 

the CEEPUS (Central European Exchange Program for University Studies) lectures. 

Vladislava MAZANÁ (Mgr., Ph.D. candidate) continued her Ph.D. studies. She taught a 

new course (Specifics of Spoken Korean). 

Karolína ŠAMÁNKOVÁ (Mgr., Ph.D. candidate) continued her Ph.D. studies and 

focused on making new plans for the courses she began to teach. She has co-translated a 

short story with another Ph.D. student, Petra Sváková, for the anthology of Pak Mingyu 

(2021). 

Marek ZEMÁNEK (Mgr., M.A., Ph.D.) continued in the position of Director of the 

Institute of Asian Studies at the Faculty of Arts (since January 2020), and continued his 

research on Korean Buddhism both old and modern. He translated an anthology of 

Korean monastic biographies (Gakhun, Beomhae Gagan, and Geummyeong Bojeong. 

Biographies of Eminent Monks of Korea.) With JUNG Younwoo, he co-authored an e-

textbook Chinese characters in Korean for Czech learners II (Čínské znaky pro koreanisty II).

Tomáš HORÁK (PhDr., Ph.D.) taught various courses to undergraduates (Korean 

Grammar I, II, Introduction to Korean language, Translation seminar, Theoretical 

Grammar of Korean, Intermediate Reading etc.). He participated in the 9th biennial 

EAKLE workshop at Palacký University Olomouc, Czech Republic, on August 30–31, 

2022, presenting “Intermediate level reading for students majoring in Korean Studies at 

overseas university”.

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JUNG Younwoo (Mgr.) continued her linguistic teaching. She taught several language 

courses. She is also responsible for organizing the CEEPUS (Central European Exchange 

Program for University Studies) lectures. As part of the CEEPUS network, she gave a 

special lecture on the norms of writing loan words in Korean for foreign Learners. (Adam

Vladislava MAZANÁ (Mgr., Ph.D. candidate) continued her Ph.D. studies. She has been 

finalizing her dissertation titled: Morphological characteristics of the Korean dialect of Cheju 

island, comparison to the standard variety of Korean language and analysis of the preserved 

elements of Middle Korean and preparing for completing her Ph.D. studies in 2022/2023.  

Karolína ŠAMÁNKOVÁ (Mgr., Ph.D. candidate), continued her Ph.D. studies. She 

attended the conference: East Asia: Dynamics of Interactions (Prague, 8 April 2022), with a 

paper “Historiography in the divided Korea and its narrative on Early Modern History ”. Since 

February 2022 she is a full-time assistant professor and has taken over most of Marek 

Zemánek’s courses. Translated shortened speech of Kim Ilsŏng on Introducing monolithic 

ideology of the Party amongst cadres and the work of revolutionizing them for the upcoming 

reader of Confucianism in East Asia (to be published in 2023 or later).

General Information 

 

In 2015, a major for Korean studies was established as a section of the Department of 

Asian Studies at Palacký University, the second-oldest university on Czech territory. 

Korejština (Korean) thereby joined the then already well-established sections for Chinese 

and Japanese studies. Devoted to education on and research of contemporary languages 

and cultures of East and Southeast Asia, the Department of Asian Studies in Olomouc is 

a dynamically evolving workplace. In 2016, the BA program “Indonesian for Tourism” 

was added, and in 2019, a new undergraduate and graduate program for Vietnamese 

philology opened. The winter semester of 2019 marked the start of both a new MA 

program in Asian studies, including a track specializing in Korean, as well as a PhD 

program that is open for specialization on Korean studies. 

In autumn 2022, a new “full-fledged” or “pure” Korejská studia (Korean studies, 

locally often called “Korean philology”) three-year BA program was inaugurated. 

Accredited long term by the Czech Ministry of Education, it is characterized by a strong 

emphasis on “han’gukhak,” i.e. a combination of philology, cultural studies and area 

studies. When the Korean section accepted its eighth cohort to start in September 2022, it 

was for this new BA. The number of accepted students was 47. In autumn 2023, the old 

Korejština program will be revitalized and thus be open for enrollment in parallel with 

the new Korejská studia. 16 students were accepted as our fourth cohort of MA students, 

split on two tracks (translation & interpretation, culture & society). 

In autumn 2022, the department advertised an additional assistant professor position 

(financed by EU Recovery and Resilience Facility funds distributed to the Czech National 

Recovery Plan), with the mandate of designing a third, innovative BA track for the 

Korean section (“Practical Korean”). Since the faculty committee could not agree on the 

most suitable candidate in December, a revised call will go out in 2023. 
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As in previous years, many single-semester scholarships could be offered to students 

of Korean studies from Olomouc thanks to partnerships with Korean universities. A King 

Sejong Institute, established in 2018, as well as a Korean Corner, opened in 2021, offers 

further back-up. A Kimchi Club offers students the infrastructure to organize events. A 

fortunate situation is also the strong presence of Korean businesses in the region, 

providing opportunities like internships and part-time jobs for our students. 

The section takes especially pride in organizing regular exposure of students to 

scholars and language teachers from abroad. For this purpose, we regularly draw on 

support from EPEL, CEEPUS, and Erasmus.  

Overall, Korean Studies at Olomouc are not only a very strong constituent of Palacký 

University’s Asian Studies Department, but they also form an influential academic 

networking hub within the wider area of Central and Eastern Europe, most notably as 

the headquarter of a CEEPUS network for Korean Studies, connecting 18 partners in 10 

countries as of 2022, and thanks to a newly acquired major project grant from the 

Academy of Korean Studies (Korean Studies Promotion Service). Having enjoyed, 

between December 2017 and June 2020, a Seed grant, which significantly contributed to 

its standing, the section topped this in 2022 by the successful application for a five-year 

“Advanced Seed” grant for the project “Digital Humanities for European Korean Studies: 

Equipping Future Koreanists with DH Tools.” This project will also involve the hiring of 

a digital humanities expert in autumn 2023.  

 

Academic Program 

 

Korean language courses and the various Korean studies subjects were covered by four 
assistant professors (Dr. Youngran BAŠTANOVÁ KWAK, Dr. Blanka FERKLOVÁ; 
Dr. Andreas SCHIRMER; Dr. Gyu-Ho SHIN), three “regular” lecturers (Štěpánka 
HORÁKOVÁ, MA; Martin ŠTURDIK, MA; Petra SVÁKOVÁ, MA), two King Sejong 
Institute lecturers (Mina CHOI, Sung Dough SOHN), and film historian Rudolf 
SCHIMERA, MA. In autumn, the first two PhD students, Jana HRUBÁ, MA, and 
Monika HALOVÁ, MA, were accepted and also entrusted with teaching one class each. 
Both are students from our very first cohort of students that started in 2015.  

At the macro-level, Korean studies at Palacký University are steered by Dr. Andreas 

SCHIRMER, head of section, and Dr. František KRATOCHVÍL, head of department.  

 
Since 2016, the department has been a “participating partner unit” (active member) of a 

Korean studies network under the umbrella of the Central European Exchange Program 

for University Studies (CEEPUS). For the 2020/21 term, the network was awarded 55 

“mobility months” (single-month scholarships) which will be distributed among 

students and teachers. Going into its tenth year, the CEEPUS network for Korean 
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studies now comprises 16 participating partner units from ten countries. Covid-19 

conditioned restrictions affected the mobility performance negatively, of course.  

Nonetheless, YUN Sun Young (Vienna) used an “online mobility” to stage a Winter 

School before the start of the summer semester, from 1–12 February 2021. Two different 

groups and levels thus enjoyed an intensive language boost via Zoom. 

For the 2021/22 term, the network was awarded 55 “mobility months” (single-month 

scholarships) to be distributed among students and teachers. 67 mobility months were 

granted for the 2022/2023 term. Jana HRUBÁ and Monika HALOVÁ used CEEPUS 

mobilities to spend a month of library research in Vienna. Thanks to a CEEPUS excursion 

mobility package, ten students from Wrocław could join the EAKLE workshop in 

Olomouc end of August. 

Likewise, we could organize a “Carousel Lecture” in the Summer Semester of 2021 

thanks to the CEEPUS online mobility scheme, with four lecturers from abroad teaching 

online, three times each:  

-  Codruţa SÎNTIONEAN (February 19, 26, March 5): Gender, family and social change in 

Chosŏn Korea; Women’s lives in Chosŏn Korea; Everyday life in Chosŏn Korea  

-  Ramóna Fajkuszné KOVÁCS (March 12, 19, 26): Family forms and lifestyle: Attitudes 

towards marriage, childrearing and divorce; Womens’ rights and feminism in novels, movies, 

and TV-dramas; Old traditions versus new trends 

-  KANG Byoung Yoong (April 9, 16, 23): Koreanness: Weird Koreans?; Korean tradition and 

modernity: Han, jeong and heung; Korean literature and culture 

-  Agnieszka SMIATACZ (April 30, May 7, 14): Colonial modernity for the new urban 

dwellers of Joseon: The laws of attraction; The New Village Movement: From the countryside to 

the city and back again; The Minjung and the oppression of concrete: Discourse on material 

progress among the anti-government leftist movement 

 

As for outgoing teaching mobilities, Andreas SCHIRMER visited Budapest from 6–8 July 

2021 (in person), to provide, for the first time in the history of the network, a cotutèlle for 

a PhD thesis in progress. Such co-supervision is one of the long-term goals of this network 

and it still needs an institutional foundation and official implementation. 

Thanks to the EPEL support program, we could organize another “Carousel Lecture” 

in the Winter Semester 2021, comprising the following classes (only the first one offline), 

each a double lecture of 180 minutes:  

 

- Rice Cake Manufacturing as Livelihood, Business, and Tradition by Antti LEPPÄNEN 

(Turku), October 15; 
- Charismatic Topographies, Theatric Geographies: Landscape and Fieldwork in North Korea by 

Robert WINSTANLEY-CHESTERS (York / Leeds / Bath / Oxford), November 26;  
- Culture of Remembrance in South Korea: The April Revolution Today by Daniela KLAUS-

KIM (Berlin), December 3;  
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- Agriculture and Modernity in Korea by Holly STEPHENS (Edinburgh), December 10.  
 

Again through the EPEL support program, we could organize another “Carousel 

Lecture” in the Winter Semester 2022, comprising the following classes (all offline, except 

for the last), each a double lecture of 180 minutes:  

- UNESCO and Shared Cultural Heritage: Confucian Academies in China and Korea by Martin 

GEHLMANN (Berlin), September 30; 
- How to master plan a smart city from scratch? by Suzanne PEYRARD (Paris), November 

18;  
- Finding meaning in usage to learn Korean at the deep level: How to free yourself from simplistic 

translations and absorb Korean grammar on its own terms through identifying usage patterns 
and their unexpected counterparts in your own language by Stefan KNOOB (Duisburg-
Essen), November 25;  

- Kwangju and Beyond: Riding the 3rd Wave of Democratization in South Korea by Florian 

PÖLKING (Berlin), December 2;  
- Translation as co-learning process in KFL classrooms: Between and beyond Korean and English 

by Jieun KIAER (Oxford), December 9. 
 

 

As in previous years, many single-semester scholarships were offered to students of 

Korean studies from Olomouc thanks to partnerships with Korean universities. A 

fortunate situation is also the strong presence of Korean businesses in the region 

provides many opportunities for internships, part-time jobs, and full-time employment.  

Despite Covid-19 induced restrictions, more than a dozen students from Olomouc 

were staying in South Korea at various universities, within the organizational frame of 

our exchange programs. 

A significant upgrade to the teaching offer became possible thanks to an internship 

agreement with Keimyung University. Both in the summer and the winter semester of 

2022, four students from Keimyung’s 4-year “Korean for Foreigners” BA were dispatched 

to Olomouc to supplement our language teaching.  

On 30–31 August 2022, Olomouc hosted the 9th biennial workshop of the European 

Association of Korean Language Educators (EAKLE). Supported generously by the 

Academy of Korean Studies (AKS-2022-C-011), this was a hybrid convention, using a 

Whova platform. Half of the almost one hundred participants attended as remote 

participants. Over the two days, 68 papers on various research areas were presented in 

24 different panels. (For the detailed program, see “eakle.upol.cz”.) 

In November 2022, the five-year Advanced Seed project “Digital Humanities for 

European Korean Studies: Equipping Future Koreanists with DH Tools” (AKS-2022-INC-

2250004) has commenced. The project objectives are to intertwine skills in digital 

humanities (DH) with Korean studies scholarship, thereby giving the Korean Studies MA 

program at Olomouc a cutting edge; to create a virtual infrastructure for DH researchers

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in Central and Eastern Europe; to make an impact extending to the wider region through 

sharing courses and cooperating in research. A Korea Research Center, to be inaugurated

General information 

 

The Korean studies program at Université Paris Cité (formerly Université Paris Diderot) 

was set up more than forty years ago by Charles Haguenauer, the founder of Korean 

studies in France, and by the Korean historian Li Ogg, who put Korean studies on the 

map in Europe, especially through AKSE. This program is part of the Department of East 

Asian Languages and Civilizations (UFR LCAO) and offers comprehensive university 

courses in Korean language and civilization at the undergraduate, master’s, and 

doctorate levels.

Academic Program 

 

More than 300 students are currently enrolled in the Korean studies program. Due to 

increasing demand, a numerus clausus has been implemented since 2012 at the 

undergraduate level. In 2021 and 2022, the section received around 2,000 applications 

while first-year admissions were capped at 135. Two master’s degrees are offered, one in 

Korean studies and the other in Korean language teaching, with a total of about 30 

students enrolled in both.

In 2021, he was co-author, with 

Jérôme-Cécile AUFFRET, of the first Franco-Korean documentary on the Jikji (Jikji, a 

journey into the time of the written word, co-production Gédéon Programmes, Umax/filcom 

media, Korean Culture Heritage Foundation, September 2020, /vimeo.com/455740326. 

100 minutes). In 2022, in response to a call for tenders from the Jogye Order of Korean 

Buddhism, he carried out the first complete translation of the Jikji into French. He co-

organized a half-day study session on the history of Koguryŏ art at Université Paris Cité

General Information 

 

In 2021, the research units of Korean Studies at Freie Universität Berlin continued and 
initiated several academic projects while also engaging in teaching activities. Research 
and teaching at the institute was further expanded through special lectures by invited 
experts and cooperation with other institutions. 
Dr Glomb has successfully completed his habilitation, which consisted of a habilitation 

thesis and today's habilitation lecture on the topic "Zwischen Besitztum und 

Menschlichkeit. Anecdotes about slaves as sources for the Social History of Korea". He is 

thus granted the teaching qualification for the subject area of Korean Studies. 

Martin Gehlmann, Jung Hyuk, Heo Ji Young, Franics Yoon successfully defended 

dissertations in 2020 and 2021. Martin Gehlmann's doctoral dissertation written at the 

Institute of Korean Studies was awarded the Ernst Reuter Prize on December 4, 2021. The 

prize is awarded to the best doctoral theses by young academics at Freie Universität 

Berlin. 

Dr Sangkuk Kim received an award from the Prime Minister of the Republic of Korea for 

his contribution to peace on the Korean Peninsula and the reunification of Korea. 

At the end of the lecture period of the summer semester 2021, the Institute of Korean 
Studies at Freie Universität Berlin bade farewell to Dr Holmer Brochlos, who is entering 
a well-deserved retirement. Dr Holmer Brochlos has been a staff member at the IKS since 
2004 and served as the institute's acting director between 2004 and 2008. In his positions 
as Language Lecturer and BA Officer, Holmer Brochlos has been the first point of contact 
for all students over the past 17 years and, as a colleague, an important pillar of all 
teaching and research at the Institute.  
The Institute of Korean Studies at Freie Universität Berlin bade farewell to Prof. Dr Hee 

Seok Park, who is now retiring. As a Koreanist, Prof. Park was interested in Korean 

history and culture. The rediscovery of the ballet play "The Bride of Korea", but also his 

contributions to Korean shamanism and its role in the South Korean protest movements, 
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as well as to the historical understanding of Korea, contributed to a differentiated 

examination of the broadly based topic of "Korea" in the German-speaking world. 

Korea Europe Center  

The Korea-Europe Center was founded in 2021 as a joint project by the Institute of Korean 

Studies at Freie Universität Berlin and the KDI School of Public Policy and Management. 

It is designed to provide educational opportunities for young scholars, acquiring in-

depth knowledge and skills that cover a broad spectrum of Korean studies and enable a 

career in academia, business, media, international organizations, and interculturally 

oriented institutions. The project consists of diverse and innovative educational 

programs, such as a summer school in Korea, special lectures by renowned scholars, 

forums with experts of diverse fields and specific skills-based workshops. The newly 

launched Korea-Europe Center’s Director is Prof. Eun-Jeung Lee. The Deputy Director is 

Dr Daniela Gi-Youi Claus-Kim. The Center is further staffed by Research Fellow Dr 

Hyondok, Dr Christoph M. Michael (Korea Europe Review Senior Managing Editor). 

Current Post-Doctoral Research Fellows are Dr Tereza Novotna, Dr Kahee Jo, Dr Hyun 

Gyung Kim, Dr Axel Rüdiger, Dr Seo-Young Cho, Dr Jaemin Shim. 

 

Collaborative Research Center 980 “Episteme in Motion” (SFB 980) 

The Collaborative Research Center 980 “Episteme in Motion” (SFB 980) went into its fifth 

year. The Korean Studies project is headed by Prof. Eun-Jeung Lee and has Dr Vladimir 

Glomb and Dr Martin Gehlmann as researchers. In 2021, the Korean Studies research 

project at the Collaborative Research Center 980 “Episteme in Motion” further developed 

its research on process of knowledge evaluation in Confucian academies and other 

educational institutions in premodern East Asia. Cooperating with other projects in the 

CRC the members of the project contributed to the newly launched blog on the history of 

knowledge (https://www.logbuch- wissensgeschichte.de/). 

Furthermore, the project organized and held its first workshop of this phase with the title 

“Beyond the State Examinations. Evaluations of Knowledge in Premodern Korea” in 

October 2021. The hybrid conference brought together research on a range of evaluation 

practices in Korea from conventional examinations in local schools and experimentation 

with shipbuilding techniques to the role knowledge of famous Chinese novels played in 

cultural production. 

 

The Korea Europe Review 

In autumn 2021 the Korea Europe Center launched its academic journal The Korea 

Europe Review. KER is an interdisciplinary platinum open access, peer-reviewed journal 

specializing in Korean studies while encompassing the social sciences in a broad sense. 
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KER is be open for contributions in the fields of anthropology, economics, political 

geography, politics, regional & area studies, sociology (comparative, political, cultural, 

economic, socia conflict), history, media studies, political philosophy, society & culture. 

While the primary focus is on the Korean peninsula, the journal’s perspective aims to 

transcend the traditional boundaries of regional and area studies in its mission to 

integrate scholarship on Korea in a multidimensional context of regional as well as global 

social, cultural and political discourse. The launching of KER answers to the growing 

demand for scholarly expertise in these fields. In a methodological sense, it also addresses 

the need to transcends traditional, disciplinary confines of regional and area studies in 

order to integrate scholarship on the Korea peninsula in just such multidimensional 

contexts. Beyond longstanding discourses in security and non-proliferation studies, KER 

thus aims to reflect the region’s increasing importance in terms of geo-cultural and geo-

economic dynamics. The charting and critical assessment of these dynamics and their 

diverse impact on the Korean peninsula but also on the larger, indeed international 

context of cultural and economic networks and cooperation throughout the Asia-Pacific 

thus form a core area of interest of this journal.

Faculty: Dr. Dennis Würthner left the Korean Studies Institute at RUB to take up an 

Assistant Professorship for premodern Korean literature at Boston University in 

February 2022. His position was filled by Dr. Martin Gehlmann, formerly Free University 

Berlin. In April 2022, Dr. Florian Pölking took a two-year leave of absence from RUB to 

take up a temporary (stand-in) professorship at Free University Berlin. With generous 

support by the Korea Foundation, Dr. Jaewon Nielbock-Yoon has augmented our 

language instruction faculty since winter term 2020/21.  

Research: After both the AKS Core University Program for Korean Studies project 

“Transcoding as Cultural and Social Practice” (conducted with Free University Berlin) 

and the Kaete-Hamburger-Kolleg at RUB “Dynamics in the History of Religions between 

Asia and Europe” (conducted by the Center for Religious Studies [CERES], RUB), in 

which Korean Studies at RUB had been continuously involved, came to a close in 2019, 

new collaborative projects were designed and launched. Currently, following 

collaborative research projects have been granted financial support by various sponsors:

Confucian Provenance,” conducted by Elsa Kueppers and Marion Eggert, project with in 

the Collaborative Research Center “Metaphors of Religion” (SFB 1475) at RUB, directed 

by Volkhard Krech, CERES, funded by the German Research Foundation; since January 

2022; 

- “Hanmun Lab. Center for the Digital Study of Pre-modern Korean Writing Systems and 

Texts”, directed by Marion Eggert and Joerg Plassen, funded by the VW Foundation; 

expected to start in summer 2023; 

- “Dissent and Cultures of Debate in Premodern China and Korea”, Heiner Roetz and 

Marion Eggert, funded by the German Research Foundation; expected to start April 2023. 

In addition, Korean Studies are part of the newly founded Research Training Center on 

“East Asian Futures”, also funded by the German Research Foundation and set to start 

in Oct. 2023. 

In the summer term 2022, the Korean Studies Institute at RUB continued to offer 

teaching and research in the field of translation. A poetry translation seminar was offered 

by Dr. Sool Park in which students of RUB Korean Studies translated contemporary 
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Korean poetry into German. The seminar was funded by the Deutscher Übersetzerfond 

(DÜF). On November 9th of 2022 the Bochum University Institute of Intensive Language 

Training (LSI), together with RUB Korean Studies, organized a book reading by author 

Jeong Yu-jeong to promote the publication of the German translation of her mystery-

thriller novel “Sieben Jahre Nacht (7 nyŏn ŭi pam).” The LSI also held an exhibition on 

Minhwa painting in October 2022. 

The Bochum Korean Studies Lecture Series continued, although due to the 

pandemic most lectures were held online. From 2020 to 2022 the RUB Korean Studies 

invited scholars such as Minsoo Kang (Missouri-St. Louis), Yi Hyŏngdae (Korea 

University), Jeon Sungtae, Charlotte Horlyck (SOAS), Sangyoung Park (Daegu Catholic 

University), Nadeschda Bachem (Bonn), Burglind Jungmann (UCLA) and many more.  

In June 2021 the Korean Studies Institute, together with the Korean Embassy in 

Germany, organized the Korean language competition in Germany, which was held 

through Zoom. The RUB “Korean Studies Film Club”, which entails three movie-

screenings (contemporary and classic films) per semester, was reinstated in the winter 

term 2022/2023, drawing much enthusiasm and support from students of Korean Studies.

Scholar report – Werner Sasse 

Werner Sasse published “Record of the Seasonal Customs of Korea”, a translation of the 

1849 manuscript “Tongguk Sesigi” by Toae Hong Sŏk-Mo (1781-1857). The “Tongguk 

Sesigi” covers not only the customs of one particular area (in most similar books and 

manuscripts only the capital region) but customs and habits from all of Korea. 

After an introduction (14 p.), the translation (46 p.), the endnotes with detailed 

explanations of the background and  meaning of many terms in the nowadays forgotten

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traditional Korean culture (52 p.), and the bibliography incl. short notes on the – mainly 

Chinese - sources of the references in the original manuscript (62 p.), various indexes have 

been added to provide the reader with an easy search tool for the events and descriptions: 

Rituals, Customs and Games (14 p.), Government, Offices, and Titles (4 p.), Geographic 

Names (Administrational Units) and Placenames (6 p.), Food, Beverages, and Ingredients 

(8 p.). 

The notes include a critical evaluation and corrections of twelve recent translations of the 

original (written in literary Chinese) into modern Korean and the explanations given 

there, as well as of scholarly articles on traditional Korean culture. 

The book is one volume of the series Korean Classics Library: Historical Materials.

General information  
 
(1) General Information on Korean Studies in Heidelberg  
Heidelberg University has long been the hub of East Asian Studies in Europe, particularly 
in the fields of Chinese and Japanese Studies, as well as in East Asian Art History. Even 
though there is not yet a formal institution for Korean Studies, Korea has constantly been 
the centre of interest from researchers in the social sciences, politics, and art history in 
Heidelberg. The Korean Studies Working Group in Heidelberg was founded in an 
informal guise in 2011, in order to share ideas on Korea-related teaching and research 
activities in Heidelberg. In addition, the aspirations for research on Korea have been 
strengthened since the establishment of the Centre for Asian and Transcultural Studies 
(CATS) in 2019 and an interdisciplinary and transcultural perspective has been integrated 
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into the East Asian Studies in Heidelberg. We also established exchange programs with 
several Korean universities so that students can spend a semester or a year abroad, such 
as University of Seoul, Seoul National University, Sungkyunkwan University, Sogang 
University, and Yonsei University. The following lists show scholars who are working on 
Korea related themes in various departments and fields at Heidelberg University.  
 
(2) Main Researchers in Korea-related Teaching & Research in Heidelberg  
 
Prof. Dr. Anja Senz is a Professor of Contemporary China and East Asia at the Centre 
for Asian and Transcultural Studies, Heidelberg University since 2014. Her research 
focuses on state-society relations, environmental governance, trade and connectivity in 
Asia, and mobility between Asia and Europe with a specific interest in Korean-Chinese 
and Korean-European relations. She is the project director of the AKS Seed Project. 
Together with Dr. Kwon she is editor of the East Asia Today Working Paper Series.  
 
Prof. Dr. Markus Pohlmann is a Professor of Sociology at the Max Weber Institute at the 
Heidelberg University. His research interests include the analysis of management and 
work organisation in industrial companies as well as macro-analysis of economic 
development in East Asia, Germany and the USA. His Korea-related publication include 
“East German Power Elites before and after German Reunification: Lessons for Korea” 
(2011, together with Seung Hyeob Lee, Jong Hee Lee, Tae Guk Jeon and others) and 
“Globalization and Corporate Elites in South Korea: Education and Career Mobility” in 
Korea Observer in 2018 (together with Jaok Kwon).  
 
Prof. Dr. Harald Fuess is a Professor of History at Centre for Asian and Transcultural 
Studies, Heidelberg University since 2009. Professor Fuess examines the broad impact of 
Western industrial and mercantile capitalism on East Asian economies and cultures 
during the long nineteenth century. His Korea-related works include “E. Meyer & Co. at 
the Eastern Frontiers of Capitalism: The Leading Western Merchant House in Korea, 
1884-1914” in Journal of Business History in 2016 and „Selbstregulierung einer 
Fremdenkolonie: Deutsche Konsulargerichtsbarkeit in Japan und Korea” in ZJapanR/ 
J.Japan.L in 2013.  
 
Dr. Jaok Kwon is a research fellow at the Centre for East Asian Studies, Heidelberg 
University. Her research interests include the sociology of development, labour and 
gender in East Asia, economic elites in East Asia, and transnational labour migration of 
youth migration.  
 
Dr. In Young Min is a political scientist who specialises in international relations in East 
Asia, with a focus on Korea at Centre for Asian and Transcultural Studies, Heidelberg 
University. His research interests include international relations theory, international 
order in early modern Asia, international hierarchy and politics of asymmetry, and 
security issues surrounding the two Koreas.  
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Dr. Franziska Koch is a post-doctoral researcher and an Assistant Professor to the HCTS 
Professorship of Global Art History at Centre for Asian and Transcultural Studies, 
Heidelberg University. She is currently working on her Habilitation (post-doctoral project) 
“The artist works (trans-)culturally: Nam June Paik and other Fluxus artists negotiating 
collaborative authorship” supported by a post-doctoral scholarship of the Baden-
Württemberg Stiftung. Her teaching and research interests include art history/-ies and 
historiographies from a transcultural perspective, modern and contemporary artistic 
entanglements, transfer and translational processes between East Asia (mainly China and 
South-Korea) and Europe, exhibition studies, and questions of authorship and 
collaboration in the field of art.  
 
(3) Young Korean Studies Scholars in Heidelberg  
 
Jihye Bae is a doctorate student in the Institute of Educational Science at Heidelberg 
University. In her dissertation, she compares history curricula, textbooks, and tests in 
Germany and South Korea, focusing on nationalism and democracy. Her research 
interests include global citizenship education (GCED), pluralism, historical thinking, and 
competency-based curriculum.  
 
Kyonghee Lee is a Ph.D. candidate in Transcultural Studies (intellectual history) at the 
Heidelberg Centre for Transcultural Studies, focussing on conceptions of self-
government understood by East Asian intellectuals at the beginning of the 20th century 
and earlier. With a background in philosophy and sinology, her research focuses on 
intellectual and social history, especially transcultural concepts.  
 
Juhee Jeong is a Ph.D. candidate in political science at Heidelberg University. After she 
received her Master’s degree in International Relations at Bremen University, she moved 
to Heidelberg in 2020. She is conducting her doctoral research on the role-making and 
foreign policy analysis of South Korea and Japan and her project is funded by the DAAD 
foundation. Her research interests include international relations and political theory, 
role theoretical approaches to foreign policy analysis, the comparative analysis of 
political systems, and ongoing economic and security issues in East and South East Asia. 
She is also currently working on China’s cyber security policies; its changing role and the 
question of what role China should take on in the cyber realm.  
 
Jieun Kim is currently a doctoral candidate at the Department of Musicology, Centre for 
European History and Cultural Studies (ZEGK) at Heidelberg University. The title of her 
doctoral thesis is “Koreanische Musik und Transkulturalität: Untersuchung zum 
Spannungsfeld zwischen Verwestlichung und Koreanisierung exemplifiziert am Beispiel 
früher Liederbücher (1894-1923) und dem Schaffen von Young Jo Lee (*1943)”.  
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Xiaoying Jin is a doctoral research fellow in the Centre for Asian and Transcultural 
Studies (CATS) at Heidelberg University. Her research interests include international 
migration of East Asian immigrants, diasporas, and nation-building in East Asia. In the 
framework of the AKS Seed Project “Global Korea: Transnational Mobility of People, 
Goods, and Ideas”, her doctoral thesis examines a new paradigm concerning the mobility 
of Korean-Chinese (Joseonjok) migrants from the perspective of home-leaving and home-
making, with a focus on their self-construction as well as identity transformation in the 
process of global mobility and using ethnological methods such as semi-structured life 
narrations and observation.

Dr. Hyun-Joo Lim is Senior Lecturer in Sociology at Bournemouth University, UK. Her 
research interests are identity, ethnicity/race, culture, and gender, focusing East Asians 
in the UK. She published a monograph East Asian Mothers in Britain: An Intersectional 
Exploration of Motherhood and Employment (Palgrave Macmillan, 2018). During the summer 
semester 2020, she provided a regular block seminar Escaping North Korea: Transnational 
Experiences and Lives of North Korean Refugees.  
 
Summer Semester 2022 
 
Prof. Hyun Mee Kim is a Professor in the Department of Cultural Anthropology at 
Yonsei University, South Korea. Her research interests include the political economy of 
gender, globalization, and migration, and eco-feminism. She is the author of Cultural 
Translation in a Global Era (2005, in Korean) and We always leave home: Becoming migrants 
in South Korea (2014, in Korean) and Feminist Lifestyle (2021 in Korean). She also co-edited 
Multiculturalism in East Asia: A transnational exploration of Japan, South Korea, and Taiwan 
(Koichi Iwabuchi and Hsiao-Chuan Hsia, 2016). Currently, she is the representative of 
the Ecofeminist research network “Trees and Moon.” During the summer semester 2022, 
she provided a regular block seminar Transnational Mobility between Europe (Germany) and 
Korea: Histories and Recent Trends. 
 
Academic Program  
 
Academy of Korean Studies Seed Research Project (2019-2022)  
With financial support from the Korean Studies Seed program of the AKS (2019-2022), 
the Centre for East Asian Studies of the Heidelberg University launched a program 
“Strengthening Korean Studies in Education and Research at Heidelberg University.” It 
has two objectives. First, it tries to strengthen education on contemporary Korea at the 
Centre for East Asian Studies in Heidelberg, focusing on social-scientific perspectives 
through the development of an education program with lecture series on Korea-related 
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socio-economic and political topics, the invitation of visiting professors, and regular 
Korea-related seminars. Second, it aims to facilitate research on Korea in Heidelberg by 
establishing a research project under the title “Global Korea: a transnational mobility of 
people, goods, and ideas”. Within the framework of the AKS Seed Program, Prof. Dr. 
Anja Senz is investigating the movement of goods between Korea and Europe. Dr. Jaok 
Kwon attempts to call into question the socioeconomic meaning of ongoing transnational 
labour mobility in the youth sector in Korea. Dr. Hyojin Lee is examining the gendered 
nature of transnational mobility of Korean new Woman Choi Yeongsuk, who studied in 
Sweden, and the new discoveries from her experience and its historical meanings. 
Xiaoying Jin’s thesis examines a new paradigm in the mobility of Migrants from 
Northeast China and Korean-Chinese (Joseonjok) citizens and their positioning within 
huge Chinese migration flows to Europe.  
 
Seminars and Lectures

With regard to teaching activities, the Korea Foundation has kindly supported a lecturer 
position for language courses since 2012. Four different levels are provided each year: 
Korean I and Korean III, which usually take place in the winter semesters, and Korean II 
and Korean IV, which are usually in summer semesters.

In 18-19 March 2021, the Korean Studies Heidelberg Group hosted the second Frankfurt-
Heidelberg-Tübingen Graduate Workshop together with Goethe University Frankfurt 
and University of Tübingen. Frankfurt-Heidelberg-Tübingen Graduate Workshop takes 
place yearly to provide a platform specifically for Post-docs and Ph.D. candidates to share 
their research and receive feedback from experts.

10 
universities over the world which have integrated eSchool SNU Program into their 
teaching activities participated in the workshop, and Heidelberg University joined the 
workshop as an observer. In this workshop, Jaok Kwon presented the progress of Korean 
Studies in Heidelberg and discussed the possibilities of enhancing Korea-related teaching 
and research activities and further collaboration with partner universities.  
 
(3) First Korean Studies Master’s workshop successfully held  
On July 20, 2022, the first Korean Studies Master workshop for master’s student at 
Heidelberg University was held in the summer semester 2022 successfully. Any Master’s 
students who are interested in or conducting research on Korean studies were welcome 
to this workshop, even if they were still undecided or had not yet found the right topic 
for their Master’s thesis. All the presenters were enrolled on the Master’s programme of 
Transcultural Studies. This workshop aims to encourage students to adopt 
interdisciplinary perspectives in their research. The presentation topics covered K-pop, 
Korean nationalism, environmental issues, identity issues for zainichi, and the question 
of Korean (re-)unification. Members of the Heidelberg Korean Studies working group for 
young scholars participated as commentators to help students develop their research 
ideas and thesis plans.  
 
(4) Delegation from the Academy of Mobility Humanities of Konkuk University 
warmly Welcomed  
 
On July 15, 2022, the Centre for East Asian Studies at Heidelberg University and Prof. 
Anja Senz cordially welcomed a delegation (consisting of 5 researchers) from the 
Academy of Mobility Humanities of Konkuk University, South Korea 
(http://www.mobilityhumanities.org/main.html). The delegation and Prof. Anja Senz 
held a meeting at CATS Campus regarding academic co-operation as well as future joint 
research. At this meeting, the two organizations deepened their understanding of their 
respective research activities and strengthened their willingness to engage in research 
collaborations. In the future, both sides plan to establish a long-term research cooperative 
relationship on topics such as mobility, migration, and border studies to promote joint 
research projects, exchange researchers, joint academic conferences, and book 
publications.

The department currently offers five degree programs, including Bachelor of Korean Stu

dies, Master of Korean Studies, Double Master of Korean European Studies (MAKES), M

aster of Politics and Society of East Asia (MA PGO), and Doctorate of Philosophy in Kor

ean Studies. Since Winter Semester 2019-2020 Korean Studies Department has each 

winter semester 50 major and 20 minor students (admission quota system) And in the w

inter semester 2022 are in total 368 students: 330 B.A. students and 38 M.A. students enr

olled.

During these last two years, two conferences (3rd and 4th conference) were organized in 

the context of the continuing project of Korean Studies from European Perspective from 

AKS Strategic Research Institute. This project which started in 2021 has the aims to 

establish a network of Korean Studies in German and European countries. The two 

conferences (23-25.07.2021 and 28-30.07.2022) of the Korean Studies from European 

Perspective project focused on the history of the German-Korean relationship and in the 

4th conference there was a specfic focus on the cold war era.  

  

In the frame of CIVIS-KF Korean Studies E-School Consortium, there has a wide range of 

successful E-classes organised between the participating universities. Those classes 

allowed not only researchers to exchange, but also Bachelor students and Master students 

to enjoy from diverse study fields and perspectives. Furthermore, there has been CIVIS 

Korea Foundation Summer School for European Korean Studies where an active 

exchange not only between professors but also doctoral, graduate and undergraduate 

students could take place (8-12.08.2022).

General Information 

Korean language course was discontinued at the Oslo University in 2006 (originally 

established in 2000), due to low enrolments. Norwegian students may, however, attend 

the Korean language subjects at Stockholm University (Department of Asian, Middle 

Eastern and Turkish Studies) and have the grades recognized and included into their 

diplomas in Oslo. Nevertheless, in Oslo too there are some Korea-related courses, both 

on Bachelor and Master levels. They are mostly taught by Vladimir TIKHONOV (Pak 

Noja, professor, Department of Culture Studies and Oriental Languages). Oslo University 

continuously enjoys brisk exchange of  students with its eight partner universities in 

South Korea (including Seoul National, Yonsei and Korea University). 

Academic Program 

On the BA level, 10 credit courses in Korean society/politics and religion/philosophy are 

being offered on occasional basis. The courses on North Korea and South Korean popular 

culture are offered annually. These courses are usually taken by 70-80 students on 

average. On the MA level, there is a sizable Korea-related content in such courses as 

Approaches to East Asian Culture and History, or East Asian Modernities. Unfortunately, 

there are no specialized Korean degree programs on BA and MA levels so far. 

Seminars and Lectures 

IKOS annually hosts several at least some talks and lectures on Korea. In 2022, the

General Information 

 

The Korean Language and Literature Program at the University of Bucharest was 

inaugurated in 2005 as a philology program within the Department of Oriental 

Languages and Literatures. It follows the Bologna system of higher education with 3 

years of undergraduate studies and 2 years of MA courses. The undergraduate program 

consists of 10 hours of coursework per week, organized as follows: 4 hours of Korean 

language practice, 2 hours of coursework + 1 hour of seminar of Korean Language 

Structures (basic linguistics) and 2 hours of coursework + 1 hour of seminar of Korean 

Culture and Literature. The 3rd year students have an optional course as well, which can 

be one of the following: Intellectual History and the Circulation of Ideas in Korea, Korean 

Literary Translation – Practices and Strategies, Korean Language through K-culture 

(together with Hanyang University) or Introduction to Hanmun Script. The MA students 

have 4 hours of coursework reserved for Korean studies, one course in modern and 

contemporary Korean literature, a comparative history class (Korea – China – Japan), a 

comparative East-Asian societies course and a Classical Chinese course as fixed courses, 

doubled by three optional courses on various topics related to East-Asian studies. 

The number of students is 25 per year for the undergraduate program in Korean 

Language and Literature. There are currently 75 undergraduate students in total. The 

number of graduate students varies. Currently, there are 6 MA students in Korean studies 

and 1 Ph.D. candidate. 

 

The academic staff in Korean studies consists currently of one tenured assistant professor, 

one tenured research assistant, one invited lecturer from Korea and one doctoral student 

in Korean Studies. They cover all the undergraduate classes and the MA courses related 

to Korean studies.

General information 

The Institute for Oriental and Classical Studies was established in 1994 in the Russian 

State University for the Humanities. In 2017, it was moved to the National Research 

University “Higher School of Economics”. IOCS conducts research in several directions, 

its task being the study of various types of ancient and medieval Oriental as well as the 

Classical and Hellenistic cultures, each of which is treated as a single complex of diverse 

fields of human activity: religious, artistic, literary, linguistic, mythological, socio-cultural, 

public and political. 

In terms of regions, the work of the Institute’s research fellows covers, for the most part, 

the traditional areas of Oriental and Classical studies, including: China, Japan, Korea, 

Vietnam, Laos and Thailand, Mongolia and Tibet, Iran, ancient India, the Muslim India 

and Pakistan, the languages and cultures of Dravidian India, Turkey and Turkic-

speaking countries of Central Asia, the Arab world, Africa—Ethiopia and Eritrea, ancient 

Mesopotamia, the Old Testament and its world, the Christian Orient, Syriac and Neo-

Aramaic studies, ancient Greece and Rome, the archaeology of the ancient East, the 

eastern and south-eastern regions of Russia. 

The Institute’s Korean Studies section, headed by associate professor Elena 

KONDRATYEVA, focuses its academic interests on the medieval Korea of Chosǒn 

period: various aspects of the history of the Korean language, theoretical grammar, 

Korean history and material culture. The Korean research team includes promising 

scholars: associate professor Nataliya CHESNOKOVA, lecturer Yuliya ASHUROVA 

and language instructor LEE Tong-yong. 

 

Academic program 

In 2022, new Bachelor’s programme “Korean Language, Literature, and Culture” was 

started. It devotes equal attention to contemporary and medieval language, history, 

philosophy and culture via literature and by means of linguistic and cultural analysis of 

Classical texts. 
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The programme offers a unique perspective on Korean studies: it is completely focused 

on working with texts and is aimed at those interested in a historical perspective and who 

want to pursue theoretical research and multidisciplinary academic research in philology, 

history and Oriental studies. 

Despite the fact that the Korean program at the HSE was started only in 2022, the history 

of Korean studies at the Institute has a long tradition. Our new program is based on the 

Korean Philology programme, which had been implemented at the Russian State 

University for the Humanities since 2001. 

There are presently 17 students enrolled in Korean Studies.  

 

Scholar’s report 

Associate professor Elena KONDRATYEVA (Phd) aside from theoretical research in the 

area of historical grammar of Middle Korean and commented translations of medieval 

literary works of the 15th century (Yongbiǒch’ǒnga “Songs of the Dragons Flying to 

Heaven”, Worin Sǒkpo, etc.), is now assiduously working on a grammatical description of 

Modern Korean. In 2020, she published her commented translation of the 18-19th century 

text Hanjungnok and has been working on translation of 19th century stories Ch’onggu 

Yadam. In 2021-2022, she has attended conferences such as Premodern Korean Studies in 

Europe: hanmun education and book presentation (Prague, 24-25 April 2021), paper title:

General information    

   
East Asian Studies is an Area of Knowledge that is committed to interdisciplinarity and 
constant improvement in pursuing academic excellence in the Department of Historical 
Sciences of the University of Malaga (UMA).    
The faculty of the Area has focused on Korean Studies since the creation of the Degree in 
East Asian Studies-Korea Mention in 2011. The Area conducts a wide methodological 
diversity of research from history or traductology to commercial relations, literature, 
anthropology or the performing arts. In parallel to its focus on research and teaching, the 
professors of Area of East Asian Studies at the UMA are committed with the 
dissemination of Korean culture, but also with the building of institutional relations with 
related entities at the international level.    
   
In 2021, the Korean Studies Area has successfully initiated its five-year project (2021- 
2026), "Path to Equality: Korean Studies Network on Inclusion" (AKS-2021-INC-2250002), 
a project supported by the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Korea, Academy of 
Korean Studies (AKS).  Also, "Road to freedom in the Joseon period in Korea: Slavery and 
abolitionism in the East Asian context" (PID2020-116910GB-I00), project funded by the 
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Ministry of Science, Innovation and Universities of Spain.  These two major projects are 
funded by the Spanish Ministry of Science, Innovation and Universities and the Korean 
Ministry of Education are led by the team along with other projects.   
   
Another project that is part of the Area is the Asia Chair, a project that arises in 
collaboration with the Karma Guen Karma Kagyu Diamond Road Foundation 
(FKGKKKCD). It is coordinated by Professor Antonio Domenech, whose objective is to 
create and promote the production of knowledge in Asian Studies, with special attention 
to the Korean, Tibetan and Sanskrit fields.   
   
Every year we have been organizing TOPIK test (15 October 2022), conferences, seminars, 
workshops, panel discussions, film screenings and artists' talks. Some were co-hosted 
with other institutions and centers as with the mentioned Asia Chair.    
   
Thus, the university has filled all the positions in that department with specialists in 
Korea under the coordination of Prof. Antonio Doménech. The members of the area of 
knowledge are the following:

Organized by the East Asian Studies Area of the University of Malaga, from the 
Department of Historical Sciences, this Symposium has six conferences on gender and 
slavery in Korea given by renowned researchers in these matters from the University of 
Malaga and South Korea, such as Professor Cho Hyun Woo and Professor Jeon Byung

University, and Professor Cheon Kyung Mok, from the Academy of Korean Studies. The 
Symposium close ceremony was held on March 23, and culminated with the play "El 
Juego de la Vida" by the Kareidoscope company, which will include the participation of 
students of the Degree in East Asian Studies under the direction of Professor Eun Kyung 
Kang.   
 
Introductory course "Tantric Buddhism and Consciousness: Introduction to Key 
Doctrines".   
April 20-21,2022, Faculty of Social and Labor Studies.   
   
Professor Antonio Domenech in collaboration with Cátedra Asia organized this course 
for the entire university community, especially for students of the Degree in East Asian 
Studies. This course on culture and philosophy will explore its origins, essential concepts 
and its global expansion. Thus, the most important notions of Buddhist philosophy and 
its relationship with meditation practices were presented.   
For this purpose, the course was taught by guest lecturers who are experts in the field.

 "Summer Course: Introduction to Korean-Spanish Translation"    
 June 20- July 13, 2022, Faculty of Social Studies and Labor.   
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Organized in collaboration with the Korean Literary Translation Institute (LTI, Korea). 
The objective of this activity is to provide specific training to those interested in the field 
of translation from Korean to Spanish and start a next generation of Korean-Spanish 
translators. This year during the course, the 13 participating students translated the work 

“슬픈 어항” by the renowned South Korean author Kim Soom. Once the translation and 
review of the story was finished, as every year, a bilingual edition of it was published. 
The course is taught by Professor Antonio J. Doménech, from the East Asian Studies Area 
of the UMA and an expert in Korean-Spanish translation and has online assistance from 
the author of the story for one of its sessions. This year for its inauguration, the expert in 
translation of Chinese literature, Alicia Relinque, tenured professor at the University of 
Granada, introduced the translation techniques of languages as far away from Spanish as 
Chinese or Korean entitled "Of literary translation (or of the impossibility of 
untranslatability)”. The course culminated with a literary evening with a dramatized 
reading of the translated story and various music and dance performances.

James Hoare received the 2021 Woodang Prize. The Woodang Foundation is gets its 
name from the pen name of Lee Hoe-yeong, who founded an anti-Japanese military 
academy in the 1920s. The Woodang Foundation for Education and Culture awards the 
Woodang Prize to persons who have promoted Woodang Lee Hoeyeong's ideas of 
freedom, equality and independence by exhibiting exceptional commitment and service 
to society and the world. 
The announcement reads: The Foundation awards the Woodang Prize 2021 to Dr James 
Edward Hoare for his distinguished service to the Republic of Korea and contributions 
to peace and stability in the region as a diplomat of the United Kingdom and as a scholar 
of Korean studies. 
James Hoare has given lectures at Keele University and University of Central Lancashire, 
been a regular guest on Polish TV News channel to talk about Korea, and provided 
various journalists with comment on developments in East Asia, including the Koreas, 
Japan and China. He has published book reviews for Asian Affairs (mainly on Korean 
matters), contributed the sections on South Korea and North Korea for the Annual Register 
2022 (covers developments in 2021 but is published in 2022), took part in panel 
discussions on North Korea at LSE (March 2021), at RUSI (Royal United Services 
Institute)  (May 2021), Chatham House (May 2021), and in panel discussion and lunch 
Kings and ROK Unification Ministry (Nov. 2021). 
 
Keith Howard was Visiting Distinguished Professor at Texas Tech University, January–
May 2021, where he taught a course on traditional and contemporary music in Korea, 
China and Japan. He was also Leverhulme Fellow at SOAS, University of London, where 
he continued his research on North Korean music and dance. Despite Covid lockdowns, 
he gave keynotes to conferences at National Sun Yat-sen University, Taiwan, Korea 
National University of Arts, and the National Gugak Center, gave papers at AKSE and 
British Forum for Ethnomusicology conferences, a lecture series for Dallas International 
University, and seminars for the Department of Traditional Music at Seoul National 
University and the Faculty of Music, University of Cambridge. He was asked by 
Georgetown Journal of International Affairs to write a commentary on the recent 
controversies surrounding the Korean ‘comfort women’ issue, although internal politics 
meant that the commentary was not published. Keith completed his term as Leverhulme 
Fellow at SOAS, University of London, in August 2022; the final output, an article on 
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North Korean refugees co-written with Cholong Sung, will be published in 2023. Between 
bouts of Covid and organ performances of Widor’s Toccata and Bach works he gave 
lectures and seminars for China Central Conservatory, Korea National University of Arts, 
Dallas International University, an online presentation for the YouTube book launch of 
Invented Traditions in North and South Korea, and gave a paper and chaired a bi-plenary 
panel on North Korean music at the Lisbon biennial International Council for Traditional 
Music world congress.

1. General Information: You may include basic information about your department or 

program, such as the names of main faculty members, assistant instructors, and visiting 

scholars. 

 

2. Academic Program: You may include here reports on the academic program of study 

at a university or other academic institution, including reports on new developments in 

the program of study, the number of students pursuing a particular degree course, the 

number of graduates, or any other information relating to the academic program of 

Korean Studies during the past year. 

 

3. Seminars and Lectures: You may provide a list of seminars and lectures on Korea at 

your university during the past year. For each event, please give the date (in the format, 

day/month/year), title of the talk, and the event and venue. 

 

4. Other Activities: Activities relating to Korean Studies which took place in your 

institution or country during the past year. Reports of concerts and radio and TV 

programs on Korea should be included here.  

 

5. Scholars’ Reports: You may include any papers presented, research undertaken or 

contemplated, performances presented, conferences attended, or any other scholarly 

activity related to Korean Studies. Publications, however, should NOT be included here, 

but under category 6. Please note that a separate paragraph should be written for each 

person for whom information is provided. For talks and paper presentations, the format 

should be: date (day/month/year), title of the paper, name of the event, and name of the 

venue. 

 

6. Publications: You may include here your own publications or the publications of 

anyone else in your country which may be of serious interest to scholars of Korean 
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Studies. You should NOT list any publications that are due to be published in the 

following academic year. As a model, see the format used under entries for any university.  

 

PLEASE NOTE: Romanization of Korean words and terms can be done according to 

either the Revised Romanization System or the McCune-Reischauer System unless the 

Yale System is used for linguistic purposes or a conventional spelling of a name is used. 

Spelling of English words should follow American conventions. All materials should be 

submitted by email, in MSWord format, to the following address:
